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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS FOR FOOTBALL & CHEER 

 
 
1.  How is a player assigned to a team? 

A player is assigned to a team based on age, weight and experience.  Pop Warner 
has specific age and weight limits for each level which are strictly enforced:

2. How many players are allowed on a team? 

The maximum number of players allowed on a team by Pop Warner is 35, the 
minimum is 16. 

3. When does practice begin? 
Practice begins on the first Monday in August.  A player may start practice as long as 
all necessary paperwork is returned including an updated physical examination 
signed by a physician. 

4. If all the paperwork is not turned in by August 1st, can a player still participate? 
A player will NOT be allowed to participate in practice until all necessary paperwork 
has been received by the Methacton Wolverines.  Such players may observe practice 
until all paperwork is received. 

5.  What equipment is needed? 
The Methacton Wolverines provide most of the equipment needed to participate.  
Players will need to purchase their own girdles, cups and cleats.  All pads, helmets 
and uniforms will be provided. 

 
6.  Why must we submit school report cards? 

Pop Warner National policy considers school more important than football.  Players 
must submit proof that he/she is academically sound enough that football does not 
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interfere with his/her grades.  High academic achievement is rewarded in the “Pop 
Warner Little Scholars” program, resulting in a banquet with awards. 

7. Must parents/guardians accompany their children to practice and games? 
Yes, parents and/or guardians must accompany their children to all practice and 
games.  Children may not be dropped off and picked up at the end of practice or 
games. 

 
8. Do you allow refunds? 

Refunds are granted until 8-15-10 by written request only.  Refund forms are 
available on the website.  All refunds are subject to a $35 administrative fee.  
Absolutely no refunds are given after 8-15-10.  This policy is strictly enforced.
